water pipes. As a compensatory
measure, to rehabilitate the raw
water reserve by-pass section and
lay 1,050 m of 300 mm dia. pipe to
convey the raw water.

Description

Tight schedule for completing the
works in 25 weeks.

Three materials (cast iron,
earthenware, fibreglass-reinforced
polyester) to comply with the
requirements of each part of the
route (7 m exira depth, gentle
gradient of 0.15 %, delivery fimes,
etc.).

A consortium of three companies
(SADE, MARC and DLE) had to be
set up to keep to the deadlines.
An environmental assurance plan
was required to preserve the
natural site during (and after) the
works.
